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Curriculum for Wales – Teaching and Learning Statements 
Rationale:
The Oaks Federation is a learning community that has teaching and learning at the centre of everything we do. Continued and sustained improvement is dependent upon improving the quality of teaching and learning that is taking place on a daily basis. Our expectation is that all pupils are provided with high quality learning experiences that lead to consistently high levels of pupil achievement and skills for life.
Our shared vision is to develop our communities to be:
· ambitious, capable learners, ready to learn throughout their lives
· enterprising, creative contributors, ready to play a full part in life and work
· ethical, informed citizens of wales and the world
· healthy, confident individuals, ready to lead fulfilling lives a valued members of society
Through our teaching, we aim:

· To ensure that all our pupils progress academically and socially through a broad and balanced education in a safe, secure and stimulating environment.
· For pupils to enjoy learning, becoming independent, creative and reflective thinkers with the skills, knowledge and personal qualities needed for life.
· To encourage self-motivation and self-discipline and make positive contributions.
· To promote and ensure that there is an inclusive learning community in which the children’s natural enthusiasm to learn is fostered - developing lively enquiring minds.
· To be a place where partnership and teamwork lead to a high quality of achievement for all which is celebrated by children, parents, staff, governors and the community.
· To help pupils understand the communities in which we live, by developing a respect, an understanding and tolerance of different ways of life

Leading Towards Excellent Teaching and Learning: 

Class teachers and learning support staff need inspiration, direction, guidance and support in order to deliver the highest possible standard of teaching and learning. This policy provides a framework of expectations and strategies within which leaders at The Oaks Federation work to promote and enable excellent teaching and learning.

Excellent Teaching & Learning at The Oaks Federation: 

All lessons should include the following key elements to ensure high quality teaching and learning. New teachers to our school will receive training to ensure they fully understand these elements and to enable them to embed these strategies in their everyday practice. The key elements and principles are all underpinned by excellent systems of Assessment for Learning (AfL). This is the process of identifying what the learner has or has not achieved in order to plan the next steps in the teaching or learning process. 


Teacher Expectations: 

Teaching staff ensure that they set high expectations of themselves, the staff they work with and all pupils by: 

· Passionately demonstrating a belief to all pupils and staff that everyone can achieve well.
· Reinforcing consistently through a very well-structured progression of learning.
· Providing precise and timely intervention that supports all learners, working exceptionally hard to engage with vulnerable learners. 
· Removing barriers to learning through innovative practices.
· Pupils receiving the correct balance of praise and positive feedback. 

Teacher Knowledge: 
We expect all Teaching staff to either have or be able to obtain:

· An excellent range and understanding of teaching strategies to develop learners. 
· Excellent in-depth knowledge of the subjects and themes taught.
· Expertise in the use of innovative resources to enhance pupil-led enquiry.
· Strategies that anticipate potential gaps or difficulties for groups of learners and apply approaches to close this gap.
· Knowledge that enables pupils to make connections between different concepts in order to deepen learners’ understanding.

Lesson Objectives and Criteria:
Learning objectives are skills based and not connected to the context of the lesson. All pupils understand how they will achieve the learning objectives through clear and co-constructed success criteria. Learning objectives are the same for all children. We want all our children to access the same learning through the use of resources or differentiated success criteria. Teachers involve pupils fully in understanding learning outcomes by ensuring:
· Precise objectives which are set and link clearly to the expected success criteria.
· Success criteria which are differentiated and derived appropriately by the learners with adult support.
· Skills are consistently referenced in planning, feedback and dialogue.
· Pupils are motivated to select relevant skills to apply across the curriculum that enhance enquiry based learning.
· Skills are linked to application through consistent use of innovative and engaging approaches across the curriculum.
Learning Approaches:
In order to provide excellent learning experiences, teachers will ensure that:
· Pupils are at the centre of learning.
· Collaborative activities are purposeful and effective across the curriculum.
· Pupils make choices as to how they will work using efficient methods.
· Pupils are motivated to learn independently.
· Pupils take control of their own learning and are engaged in challenging activities which are increasingly self-directed. 
· Pupils demonstrate strong self-evaluative and reflection skills
Leading Learning: 
Leaders and teachers inspire pupils to be leaders of their own learning. This is achieved by ensuring that:
· Emotional stimuli are used to capture pupils’ interests are used to review prior learning or to set the scene.
· Learners are intrigued, excited and engaged.
· Reviews throughout the lesson engage all pupils in evaluating the impact of their learning.
· Information gleaned from this is used to inform next learning steps.
· Plenary sessions draw together the learning in an innovative or exciting way and are partly or fully led by pupils.
Differentiation: 
Teachers plan all learning experiences carefully which matches the different learning needs of all children. Teachers may differentiate the curriculum by: task, pace, outcome, time, teacher/adult support and will make it clear in the planning. Teachers ensure that:
· All learners are challenged and supported with differentiated approaches. 
· Pupils make good, and in many cases, excellent progress, including learners who have difficulties.
· Insightful teacher awareness at both a planning and responsive stage enables pupils to experience high challenge.
Bilingualism: 
Leaders and teachers ensure that the Welsh language and dimension permeates all school life through promoting Welsh incidentally and directly through focused lessons. Teachers ensure that: 
· Pupils converse in welsh within a variety of situations.
· Teachers use Welsh with great frequency in a wide range of contexts.
· Pupils’ responses are accurate.
· Pupils initiate conversations with adults and peers. 
· Bilingualism within the learning environment is rich and embedded
Learning Environment:
Leaders and teachers ensure that the learning environment encourages learner independence: 
· Classrooms and learning areas are highly stimulating.
· Resource and display content inspire and encourage learners to incorporate them into their learning purposefully.
· There is a mixture of instructional and celebration display
Languages, Literacy and Communication
1. Statement of what matters - Languages connect us:
· Weekly Welsh lessons follow the Welsh scheme of work. These link to each term’s ‘Context’ where appropriate. Aspects of the ‘’context’ is linked to the language and culture of Wales and is highlighted on the fortnightly planning.
· Daily ‘Helpwr Heddiw’ sessions follow the Welsh Consortium Lines of Progression.
· The register and dinner register are taken in Welsh. In FP, the pupils ask for either ‘cinio’ or ‘brechdannau’. In KS2, a pupil reads the dinners in Welsh and asks. “Beth wyt ti eisiau?” The other pupils respond in Welsh using either “ Ga i … os gwelwch yn dda” or “Dw i eisiau… os gwelwch yn dda”.
· This highlights the progression throughout the phases.
· Merit assemblies are planned and presented by the Criw Cymraeg to celebrate being Welsh.
· Alongside the staff, Criw Cymraeg promote incidental Welsh in class during lessons, on the yard and outside the classroom throughout the day.
· Cymraeg Campus- all members of the school are working towards achieving the Bronze award for Siarter Cymraeg by incorporating Welsh language and culture into everyday life at Greenway.
· Once each half term KS2 have a Welsh Week-‘Yr Wythnos Cymraeg’. This encourages all pupils to partake in activities relating to Welsh, as well as reading to an adult in a group of similar ability and answering questions based on the text.
· Welsh signage, displays and labels are evident across the school.
· Reading corners have a dedicated Welsh section and the main school reading area has a ‘Cwtch Cymraeg’ where pupils are encouraged to read fiction and non-fiction books, Welsh magazines, use a Welsh atlas and dictionary.
2. Statement of what matters - Understanding languages is a key to understanding the world around us:
· Speaking & Listening- All pupils take part in weekly discussion and debate sessions as part of (an) Empowerment Circle and Nurturing Sessions. It is also incorporated into lessons across the curriculum.
· Phonics & Spelling –FP learn through Jolly Phonics and Direct Phonics in daily lessons and these are less frequent in Year 2 and 3. KS2 reinforce spelling patterns and work on dictation once a week in different ability groups. The principles of ‘Synthetic Phonics’ continue to be used and are supported by the Nelson Spelling scheme. These structured schemes ensure a balanced and progressive learning approach. Continual assessment procedures are also in place in the form of spelling tests and marking.
· Reading-All pupils are involved in a Guided Group Reading session (GGR) every morning for 25 minutes. The pupils are on a rota for reading activities: reading to an adult in a group of similar ability and interrogating the text; independent ‘reading for pleasure’ using books in the book areas;
· Reading ‘Giglets’, an online literacy development programme that focuses on ‘reading for meaning’; ‘Reading Buddies’, where Year 5 & 6 pupils support Year 1 & 2 with their reading on a rota each morning. These pupils also have access to the school library where they carry out independent research or opt to read books that they enjoy. FP pupils are involved in Welsh GGR sessions from Year 1 up as part of their daily sessions.
· Home reading-All pupils in Nursery and Reception have a book to take home and share with their family. From Year 1 children are given the opportunity to take home a book to read each week. Greater independence in selecting the books is given, the more competent they become.
· Whole class reading- Each class studies a literacy text as part of the learning context. These include: ‘big books’, novels, news stories, excerpts, on-line books and video clips.
· Contexts allow international culture and languages to be explored in greater depth.
· Rumney Hub- Classes visit the Hub throughout the term where they listen to stories and select a book to bring back to school. Once a year, the pupils take part in the Summer Reading Challenge at the Hub where they aim to read 6 books over the Summer holiday period. This is celebrated in an award assembly in the Autumn.
3. Statement of what matters - Expressing ourselves through languages is key to communication:
· Empowerment circles & other speaking and listening activities as previously mentioned.
· Singing- whole-school and in class with teacher and ‘Upbeat Music.’ In English, Welsh and other languages.
· Presentations- pupils are involved in presentations throughout the topic. They may make use of ‘hot seating,’ power point presentations, debates.
· Writing skills- Many opportunities are given for all pupils to write starting with emergent writers from Nursery progressing into ‘Big Write’ sessions across the rest of the school. The pupils learn the skills of grammar and punctuation in the ‘build-up’ to Big Writing sessions as well as across other subjects where appropriate. Handwriting skills are developed in lessons following the Jolly Phonics, Penpals and Nelson Handwriting schemes and are reinforced at every opportunity during writing activities.
4. Statement of what matters - Literature fires imagination and inspires creativity:
· Role play-In the FP role play areas form a key part of the classroom environment and enhanced provision. It is incorporated into lessons at KS2 when it can enhance the learning.
· Presenting-Pupils are given an opportunity to read plays, poems and prose aloud and to sing rhymes and songs. The choir accompanies singing in English, Welsh and other languages and regularly sings to parents and the local community. Pupils also present their learning to families in a class assembly.
· Performances- All pupils are involved in various performances throughout the year. These include: Whole-school celebrations of festivals such as Harvest, Christmas, Easter and St David’s Day, performing to parents with ‘Upbeat Music’, Spring concert for Years 3/4/5 and a Leavers’ concert for Year 6 in the Summer.
· GGR- The pupils are regularly involved in follow-up activities such as book reviews, discussing characters and scenes, sharing opinions and understanding of the texts, including inference.
Languages, Literacy and Communication specific assessments 

· Pupils in Year 2 to 6 are assessed through Welsh Government progress assessments in Reading. 
· SAIL and Rapid interventions are used in when needed for additional support in Year 2 and Year 3 respectively. 
· SWIST spelling test in KS2
· Termly oracy assessments – Reception to Year 6
· Our online progression system, Taith360, is used to record children’s progress towards skills on a regular basis
· Children have the opportunity to peer and self-assess work on a regular basis using green pen.
· Teachers use a range of open questions to progress the learning.



Mathematics and Numeracy
1. Statement of what matters - The number system is used to represent and compare relationships between numbers and quantities.
2. Statement of what matters - Algebra uses symbol systems to express the structure of mathematical relationships.
3. Statement of what matters - Geometry focuses on relationships involving shape, space and position, and measurement focuses on quantifying phenomena in the physical world.
4. Statement of what matters - Statistics represent data, probability models chance, and both support informed inferences and decisions.

· ‘Building Blocks’ weeks, and ‘Numerical Reasoning’ weeks throughout the year for all learners, differentiated effectively.
· Big Maths is a teaching method that makes progress in maths easy and fun for learners and for teachers. The learners are provided with Big Maths lessons daily and take part in ‘Big Maths, Beat That!’ challenge each week. At We follow the Big Maths framework, CLIC (counting, Learn it’s, It’s nothing new, Calculation) that guarantees numeracy progress and follows accurate steps of progression.
· The consistent teaching of Big Maths using C.L.I.C to ensure that all areas are being covered.
· Weekly online testing of ‘C.L.I.C’ and ‘Beat That’ for learners to have an understanding of their progression in Years 3 to 6.
· Years 1 and 2 to begin online testing when appropriate based on level. Paper testing being used to show the gaps and progression in learning.
· Nursery and Reception to begin a knowledge of numerical concepts through ‘Little Big Maths’ 
· The use of Abacus Online and textbooks to give a structure to teaching and covering all areas of learning.
· Building Blocks is planned and delivered termly where learners have the opportunity to use their maths skills in a real life context.
· Christmas Enterprise Week. Children are encouraged to think, plan, organise and create an item that can be sold to parents and peers. Children will learn about profit and loss.
· Reasoning texts are used termly throughout the school with the learning being progressive. A whole school display will be present with a portfolio to show the range of texts being used. 
· Children to use Active Learn games to further develop skills that have been taught in class. Encouragement given for children to do this at home.
· Mathematics and Numeracy to be incorporated through cross curricular learning in missions in KS2 and contextual learning in FP where children will have the opportunities to use their mathematical skills in real life situations. 
· Children have the opportunity to use a range of mathematical equipment to enhance their understanding and knowledge practically.
· Outdoor Learning is used to develop concepts in a practical real life situation.

Mathematics specific assessments 
· Pupils in Year 2 to 6 are assessed through Welsh Government progress assessments in Reasoning and Procedural.
· Catch Up and Nippers assessments are used when needed for additional support to track improvements 
· Our online progression system, Taith360, is used to record children’s progress towards skills on a regular basis
· Children have the opportunity to peer and self-assess work on a regular basis using green pen.
· Teachers use a range of open questions to progress the learning.

Science and Technology
1. Statement of what matters - Enquiry, exploration and investigation inspire curiosity about the world, its past, present and future.

School Guidance

1. Teachers to be ready to greet children by 8:55am every morning.
2. On wet mornings classroom to be open by 8:45
3. Please make sure you are on the yard on time, ready to collect your class at the end of every break or beginning of every session.
4. Parental discussions should be arranged for after school if possible.
5. Use of mobile phones is not allowed during the school day unless permission has been sought from a member of the senior leadership team. Private calls can be made during breaktime, but away from the presence of children and the school building. Avoid taking personal phone calls in the staffroom.
6. Please report Safeguarding concerns directly onto MyConcern and inform the designated safeguarding person. In the event of a serious safeguarding incident inform the designated safeguarding person immediately.
7. Please use calm voices when speaking to children.
8. GGR sessions to take place everyday at the agreed times.
9. Planning must be completed every fortnight and saved onto the server in the correct folder. Please use the correct planning format- see a senior leader to check. Evaluations should be clear and link to impact and next steps for individuals and/or groups of learners.
10. Please ensure that you are fully aware of the content of IDPs/Statements for Children with Additional Learning Needs.
11. Year group partners should collaborate throughout each half term to support all aspects of work which could include planning, progression, resourcing, wellbeing, ALN, assessment (this is not an exhaustive list) and to meet Federation targets. (twilight sessions and shared PPA time will be arranged to support this collaboration)
12. Children must have a voice in what they will learn throughout each theme and review at the end of each half term.
13. Curriculum newsletter about the theme must be sent out at the beginning of each term/half term and highlight areas where families can support and be part of the learning.
14. Whole class wellbeing Wednesday
15. Be clear on the high standards of presentation that we expect.
16. Verbal feedback is essential for children to make the next steps in their learning clear.
17. Teachers will mark in RED pen and follow the Feedback and Feedforward Policy 
18. Children will self-assess in GREEN pen or pencil and must be encouraged to edit and improve work in GREEN – this will show them closing the gap and progression in their learning. This should be done across a range of work throughout the week.
19. Success Criteria should be generated with the learners at the beginning of a session and should be a manageable number according to their ability level (prior to Year 2 this will be shared orally). Success criteria should be discussed with the learners based on the particular piece of work and should be displayed throughout the session. 
20. Children will self-assess against the success criteria at the end of a piece of work and their peer should test their success by asking them for a highlighted example or provide one in green pen. (Year 5/6 only and modelled with younger year groups). This task should be completed regularly and across a range of work.
21. Success criteria grids may be used if appropriate and stuck in books. This is not an expectation however. e.g. success criteria could be used for every Big Writing piece of work from Y1 to Y6.
22. Feedback Friday/Thinking Thursday must be planned for and will take place during a Thursday/Friday afternoon. Children will review their learning, share their work with peers and school based staff and be given time to reflect and consolidate learning (see Feedback/Feedforward Policy)
23. Big writing should be completed on coloured paper so that it ‘stands out’ and is ‘special’ and should be the result of a build-up of activities that is clear within the literacy books
24. There should be a Literacy book, numeracy book, context book and sketch book for each child. Sketch books can be passed on each year. All other books must be agreed with a senior leader initially.  PPA teacher use a separate book to record learning.
25. Years 3-6 Missions and Pods (creation, calculation, communication and investigation stations) should be part of fortnightly plans and encourage independent learning
26. A tweet should go out every fortnight from your class.
27. The website should be updated at least half termly for your class page.
28. Class trips should be agreed on evolve at least a week before. Please book minibuses through the office and put on the calendar.
29. Medication request forms must be completed at the main office before we give medicine to children. Medication to be kept in the office or main fridge. Asthma pumps should be kept with the child or easily accessible for that child.  Emergency medication for children with specific medical conditions should be kept in a box in the classroom with the care plan.
30. Please update your EWC Professional Learning Passport with action research or professional learning activities you have completed.
31. Please turn off all electrical equipment at the end of the day at the plug.
32. Every class will encourage positive behaviour and positive attitudes to learning through the use of class dojos. 
33. Helpwr Heddiw sessions must take place every day at the agreed time, be pupil led and reinforce the language patterns in the continuum. Helpwr Heddiw representatives should be displayed within the classroom.
34. The Welsh continuum and oracy sentence stems should be displayed in the classroom. Children should be encouraged to use sentence stems regularly in all sessions.  
35. Displays in the classroom should include VCOP, Big Maths, Welsh, DCF, Children’s Rights, Wellbeing and Context. Ensure work is ready to put up before changing display to avoid blank walls. All displays should promote cross curricular Literacy/Numeracy skills, Welsh and DCF.
